Settle into the property as dusk falls. Opening circle, ground rules, and the first ritual

to call the container in.

O c t  3 0  ·  T h u Practices begin
Reiki attunement, sound work, and the first half of the symbolic-tarot teaching. Energy

mapping in the afternoon.

O c t  3 1  ·  F r i Halloween · Deity Dance Party
The centerpiece. A ceremonial Halloween circle followed by the Deity Dance Party.

Dress as the version of yourself the veil makes visible.

N o v  1  ·  S a t Integration day
Spell-jar workshop, universal laws teaching, and kundalini practice supported by

sound. Slower pace so the prior night can settle.

N o v  2  ·  S u n Closing ceremony & departure
Final ceremony, integration time, brunch together, then a comfortable departure

window for travel.

Do I need a magical practice already?
No. Witch Camp is held for both lifelong practitioners and people brand new to ritual. The teachings meet you where

you are without flattening for the beginner or holding back for the advanced.

0 2

What does invitation-only mean?
We curate the room. Request an invitation, share why this is on your radar, and we will be in touch with next steps

and the option to reserve. We are not gatekeeping, we are protecting the container.

0 3

What is the lodging like?
Private or shared bedrooms inside a single waterfront property near Lafitte, Louisiana (precise location shared with

confirmed attendees). All meals are prepared on-site by the Haus culinary team.

0 4

Is travel included? What about access needs?
Travel is not included; you receive the exact location and travel guidance once confirmed. Witch Camp is a sober-

supportive container, and we work with each guest individually on access and dietary needs ahead of time.
